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Quiet Time:  
Mentoring and Direction

Our daily Quiet Time is an opportunity to ac-

tively evaluate and reconstruct our worldview.  The 

society we live in says either there is no God or 

God really has little or nothing to do with the daily 

outcomes of life.  We all are subject to this bom-

bardment of our Christian faith and if we are not 

pro-active in countering these thoughts we may 

become just one of so many whose faith is very 

weak or even non-existent.  What can we do to 

build a deep, abiding faith?  Here are some of my 

thoughts. 

 1.  Read your Bible regularlyðbut with 

discretion.  I know that often some, myself includ-

ed, have tried to be zealous in reading large por-

tions of scripture daily, perhaps trying to read 

through the Bible in a year.  While there is certainly value in this, I suggest that sometimes this is not the 

best plan because we may be so busy reaching our goal, that we do not have time to listen to what God 

wants to say to us personally between the lines.  Rather than opting for someone elseôs formula, ask the 

Lord to guide you personally in structuring your Quiet Time. 

 2.  Make the primary goal of your Quiet Time to learn something fresh about who God is and how 

He wants to relate to you.  These are sacred moments with your Lord.  Follow his leading.  Determine to 

come away with some specific truth that you believe God is trying to show you that has value for you in 

the moment.  Mull over it during your day.  Does this truth fit with how you think about ñGod and me?ò  

Ask God to enable you to incorporate this new insight into your true self. 

 3.  Consciously choose to enter into an ongoing inner conversation with God.  Prayer is much big-

ger than a list of requests or even expressions of praise.  Prayer is (or should be) all of life.  It is the Me 

inside, listening and looking to learn about God; to see Him in action in our world.  In a special sense this 

should happen in our Quiet Time, but also in church, at work, and even in casual conversation.  The key is 

not only to hear Godôs truth but to find real ways to build it into our everyday thinking. 

 4.  Look to see God in action today.  Too often we pray, ñHelp in this situation. . .ò or ñGive guid-

ance to these friends . . .,ò but then we fail to expect God to answer in real, concrete ways.  If we believe 

God can make a difference in the bits and pieces that make up our daily lives, then at the end of the day we 

should be able to recount where we have seen Him at work. 

 5.  A prayer journal may be a really helpful tool.  It is a little more work, but, then, how serious are 

we about really growing in our faith?  I think I will commit for the next month to writing down one 

ñsomethingò that I hear from God each day; some insight that God gives that is just for me.  And then I 

will ask Him to change me, as neededðto help me see God more clearly as the loving Father who is very 

busy all the time caring for His children and drawing them to Himself.  Maybe you would like to join me.  
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As I write this, weôve just held four funerals in, what, 28 days?  The 

grief involved reminded me of this article by blogger Richard Holler-

man that I discovered a few years ago.  I offer it to you this issue as a 

bit of perspective on life and death in these days.  Pastor Daryl 

I just returned from walking in the cemetery.  It is the largest grave-

yard in the city, with acres upon acres of land where tens of thousands 

of people are buried.  Years ago I regularly walked at this solemn spot and found spiritual enrichment in the 

experience.  You may think that this is unusual, particularly in an age in which popular entertainment places 

are the rage.  Most people of the world would rather resort to the amusement parks, the lake, the swimming 

pools, the movie theaters, or the sports stadiums than be reminded of their demise.  As for the matter of death 

and dying, they would rather not think about such morose topicsðuntil they happen to lose a loved one or are 

forced to face their own inevitable death. 

However, as a follower of Christ, I have found walking in a cemetery spiritually enriching.  What do I 

mean? Here are a few of the things that come to mind. 

First, at such a location, one can sense the presence of God in a particularly meaningful way.  Of course, I 

know that God is found on the Interstate highway, in the workplace, in the home, and in the shopping mall.  

We cannot escape His presence.  But at the cemetery, where death is very visible, one becomes aware as never 

before of Godôs presence.  We need these reminders in our busy world.  God is with us (if we belong to Him) 

wherever we areðbut sometimes we need to be totally conscious of Him and delight in His presence.  The 

psalmist rightly said, ñIn Your presence is fullness of joyò (Psalm 16:11). 

Second, at the cemetery we can see through the artificial elements, the distractions, and the things that cloud 

our vision of what is really important in life.  The movie star will one day die and her beautiful body will rot in 

the ground.  The politician, who received human acclaim, will one day be buried six feet under the sod.  Death 

puts us all on the same leveléthe wealthy and the poor; the white, black, Asian and Hispanic; the attractive 

and unattractive, both male and femaleðall will one day die, including you and me. 

Third, at a graveyard, one can be reminded of the purpose of life.  Among the thousands of people whose 

graves are there, surely the vast majority lived for themselves.  They did what they wanted to do, went where 

they wanted to go, married the one they wanted to marry, worked at what they wanted to work at, lived where 

they wanted to live, and spent money the way they wanted to spend money.  While some were churchgoers, 

still the great majority were living for themselves.  And what did it really get them?  They died.  Those who 

lived for themselves on earth now know that this was not the way to live.  Paul the apostle wrote of believers: 

ñThey who live might no longer live for themselves, but for Him who died and rose again on their behalfò  

(2 Cor. 5:15). We must live for Jesus with all of our heart and do His will rather than living for ourselves if we 

expect to be blessed after death. 

Fourth, when we visit a cemetery, we can see something of where our values should lie.  Life does not con-

sist in accumulating possessions, trying to get as much pleasure out of life as possible, gratifying our senses, or 

ñfinding fulfillmentò in this passing life.  While most of those who are buried in cemeteries lived in sin and 

lived for sin, this really is not wise.  Paul warns, ñShe who gives herself to wanton pleasure is dead even while 

she livesò (1 Tim. 5:6). Jesus warned, ñYou will die in your sinsò (John 8:24).  This is a tragedy!  To die in sin 

is to die without hope.  It is to die without a blessed future.  Sin cannot enter heaven, thus we must be forgiven 

of sin hereðwhile we are alive on earthðif we expect to enter that blessed place of sinlessness and dwell with 

our perfect and sinless God in heaven.  Paul put it this way: ñWe look not at the things which are seen, but at 

the things which are not seen; for the things which are seen are temporal, but the things which are not seen are 

eternalò (2 Corinthians 4:18). 

Fifth, as I visit a cemetery and walk among the gravestones, I am reminded of the fact that these were peo-

ple like I am.  They were living, breathing, communicating people.  They laughed and cried, they worked and

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played, rested and ate.  They saw the sunrise and heard the birds and received Godôs good gifts each day.  And 

now they are dead.  Someone put this on his gravestone: 

Dear friend, as you pass by, 

As you are now, so once was I; 

As I am now, so you will be; 

Prepare for death and follow me. 

Yes, we who are presently alive will one day die and our bodies will be buried. If Christ does not come 

soon, our bodies will decay and turn to dust.  So it is totally illogicalðeven spiritually insaneðto live for this 

world and this age and this life, with no thought of eternity.  We must lift our eyes to something higher and 

something more enduring and eternal!  Those who live for this world will one day be sadly disappointed. 

Sixth, I am reminded of the extreme importance of preparing for eternity now.  All of the people buried at 

the cemetery have had their lifetime opportunity.  They are now gone.  The majority of them are, no doubt, in 

torment in the flames of hades, in agony and pain, without hope.  One day, the lake of fire will be their doom. 

But those who are alive now may still come to Christ and seek His forgiveness.  They may be totally 

cleansed from all unrighteousness. There is no need for anyone to live here and die and face God in judgment, 

and be separated from Him for eternity.  No, God offers His complete acceptance for those who will humble 

themselves in repentance, renouncing all known sin, to live in purity and holiness before Him. 

Seventh, I was struck today as I noticed the Bible verses inscribed on the tombstones and over the doorways 

in the mausoleum.  They were beautiful, comforting, and hope-filled passages or lines.  I had to think of how 

people often neglect Godôs Word during their life but how they want to cite the Bible in death.  This is not  

only hypocritical, it simply will not do.  Someone has said, ñAs we live, so shall we die.ò If we live apart from 

Godôs Word, we will die without His Word.  If we live in submission to His Word, we have a right to hope in 

His Word in death.  Jesus declared, ñMan shall not live on bread alone, but on every word that proceeds out of 

the mouth of God.ò  The Scriptures were meant to lead us to salvation now, nourish faith now, and instruct us 

how to live now.  Only the one who has lived by the Word of God in life can rightfully find comfort in that 

Word in death. 

Finally, as I walk among the gravestones and realize that there are thousands of people buried there, I know 

that one day all of them will stand before God in Judgment.  Everyone will rise from their graves.  Jesus said, 

ñAn hour is coming, in which all who are in the tombs will hear His voice, and will come forth; those who did 

the good deeds to a resurrection of life, those who committed the evil deeds to a resurrection of judg-

mentò (John 5:28-29).  The majority will hear the solemn words: ñDepart from Me, accursed ones, into the 

eternal fire which has been prepared for the devil and his angelsò (Matt. 25:41).  But a few will hear the wel-

come words: ñCome, you who are blessed of My Father, inherit the kingdom prepared for you from the foun-

dation of the worldò (v. 34; 7:13-14).  

The song says it well: ñThereôs a great day coming . . . when the saints and the sinners will be parted right 

and left; are you ready for that day to come?ò Although it is too late for those now dead, we may still reach 

those who are alive.  We must warn them while we can of the eternal tragedy that awaits them if they die in 

their sins without Christ.  Surely a consuming passion in life should be to rescue as many as possibleðour 

family, friends, and others. 

I am instructed in Godôs wisdom as I walk and think in the cemetery.  I do a lot of praying, a lot of weep-

ing, and a lot of praising the God of my salvation.   

One of the tombstones has this inscription: ñIn His will is our peace; in His mercy is our hope.ò  We can 

only find Godôs peace if we are walking in His will.  We can only have hope as we depend on His mercy given 

to us through the person, the saving death, and the life-giving resurrection of His Son and our Savior, Jesus 

Christ. 

Sometime I hope that you will walk in your local cemetery.  It may be a small country graveyard or it may 

be a vast city memorial park.  Go alone or with a loved one.  Walk and pray and think and lift your heart to 

heaven.  Escape the artificiality of modern life and open your eyes to reality.  May God bless us as we seek 

Him and His willðand find comfort in the eternal life that He has promised through Jesus Christ, His beloved 

Son.1

Seniors Sarah Blankenship and Adam Schell were both nominees for the Dave Markell Excellence in Attitude Award 

as well as they both received a very nice award signifying their seven years of participation in Bible quizzing (6th-12th 
grades) 

Ian Wang (one of our 6th grade rookies) was honored as the only quizzer at Quiz Finals this year who quizzed out 

(correctly answering the maximum five questions allowed per round) in every round he quizzed in over the first two days 
of round-robin quizzing.

To the best of anyone's knowledge, it was the first time that teams from the same church were national champions in all 
three of the major "A" divisions at the same Bible Quiz Finals! 
 

It was an incredible conclusion to an amazing year of Bible quizzing at the Wilmore FMC. I believe at the end of the 
season my assistant coach, Paul Stackhouse, wrote that cumulatively Wilmore quizzers had memorized and quoted over 
1,000 verses of scripture, and that was related to just the specially-chosen quote passages.  In addition, several of our 
quizzers memorized the entire Gospel of Matthew, which by itself is also over 1,000 verses. 

 
We praise God for so much of His Word having been hidden in the hearts of our youth.  Please pray with us that God's

Book Review:   
Prisoners of Hope by Dayna Curry and Heather Mercer 

The events recorded in Prisoners of Hope concern two young American Christian 

women living in Kabul, Afghanistan.   

 Heather Mercer and Dayna Curry both wished to help the Afghan people, especially 

the women, surely some of the poorest and most oppressed in the world.  Through SNI 

projects they helped supply food and other basics to women and street children.  They 

were able to share Christianity through their actions, words, songs, a few books and one 

movie. The DVD of the life of Christ was shown to a single family.  They also gave away 

one New Testament.  The Taliban has extreme penalties, including the death sentence, for 

attempting to change a Muslim person to another religion. 

  Soon Heather and Dayna were arrested and imprisoned, then questioned for weeks on end. Even in the 

harsh prison conditions, they were able to befriend and help Afghan women and children there. When they 

were abruptly transferred to another prison, they were again questioned and intimidated. They were told to 

prepare for trial.  When news came of attacks in the World Trade Center and the Pentagon, the young wom-

en were once again moved. 

   The bombing of Kabul and other Afghan cities began, and they, with other foreign aid workers, were 

taken away by Taliban soldiers. When the Taliban was defeated, the prisoners were told they were 

free.  After a dramatic rescue by helicopter and special forces, Heather and Dayna were reunited with their 

parents and returned to the USA.  Both young women felt they had grown closer to God and gave Him all 

the glory for bringing them safely home.

Our New Building ñA View from the Inside

Stan Wiggam, our fellow church member at Wilmore Free Method-

ist Church and Construction Planning Team Leader for our entire cur-

rent building and renovation project, hopes that by the fall of 2015 

he will have worked himself out of a job. But he cautions against over 

optimism.  

Construction crews have poured footings for the new building; by 

the time you read this, walls should be going up. The new Discipleship 

Building will contain about 7,500 square feet on each of the two 

floors. It will contain an enlarged nursery/preschool area, an enlarged 

prayer meeting/chapel, six adult classrooms, two childrenõs worship 

rooms, and two music rehearsal rooms. New restrooms, a chairlift and 

an elevator are also included.  

òAll campus buildings will be connected by covered, climate con-

troled corridors,ó Wiggam said. òCorridors will have access to the out-

side.ó It will no longer be necessary to go outdoors to get from your 

Sunday school class in the Christian Ministry Center to the sanctuary 

building.  

 The new space will free up parts of the existing sanctuary building 

for renovation. The present nursery area will become enlarged church 

offices. Modest expansion of the rear of the sanctuary will increase 

seating a little. The library will remain where it is, but some walls will 

be removed to create a foyer five times the size of our present foy-

er. A newly -designed passenger drop off, covered entryway, and new 

childrenõs play area are among the outdoor changes Wiggam promises. 

The lower level of the sanctuary will be converted into a childrenõs 

department.  

We look forward to the day when Youth Pastor Andrea Tinsley can 

have a real office, not just a perch in a former supply closet. All Sun-

day school classes will have rooms in which to meet, rather than mak-

ing do with a roped off end of the basketball court.  

After literally years of planning, we broke ground for the building in 

March 2014. The contractor for the building is Burchfield & Thomas 

Construction of Lexington. The entire cost of the project, new con-

struction and renovation, will be approximately $3,668,000.  

Stay tuned for a future Plumbline article with details of how we 

plan to pay for our grand new digs.
