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Those Annoying Pop-ups 
 

If you’re on line at all these days, and not many people aren’t, you 
know that a pop-up is one of those annoying advertisements that liter-
ally pops up in the middle of your screen.  They’re a source of income 
to the web site you’re trying to browse.  They’re a source of annoyance 

to most of the rest of us. 
 

Their whole purpose is to interrupt what you’re doing, grab your attention, and get you to think about 
something else…that’s important to them.    

 

Sometimes they’re small and pop up over in a corner of our screens so that we can continue to see or 
read the greater part of the screen.  They’re more easily ignored when they’re small and off in a corner. 

 

Other times, however, they cover the whole screen to the point that you have to find the “X” (and some-
times that takes some doing – they’re making those “X’s” harder and harder to find) and close the pop-up 
before you can continue reading or viewing what you were reading or viewing before it popped up. 

 

To combat this, some web browsers offer pop-up blocking software that, once loaded, does not permit 
pop-ups to, well, pop up.  I remember when these first came out and they were a revelation!  We all quickly 
jumped into this technology.  No more disturbances to what we want to do!  No more distractions!  No 
more unwanted interruptions!   

 

Pop-up blockers are great things…most of the time.  But not all of the time. 
 

A few days ago in the church office, someone was trying to download a document from a web site.  She 
was following the instructions perfectly, but the document simply would not download.  It was as if the 
screen just stopped responding.   

 

After working with it for some time, we realized the error she was getting was because of her browser’s 
pop-up blocker.  The technology the web site was using was the same as the technology the unwanted ad-
vertisers were using, and so the blocking software was doing its job, but in this case, to the user’s detriment.   
In this case, the blocker was stopping something from appearing on her screen that was wanted and good.   
So, we had to turn off the pop-up blocker for a moment.  Once we did that, the document downloaded with-
out any problems. 

 

There have been many times I have wished that I could install a pop-up blocker, not just in my comput-
er, but in my life.   

 

I am a task-oriented person.  I love accomplishing things and once I get into a project, I like to see it 
through to completion.  The curses of task-oriented people are interruptions.  The phone rings.  Someone 
comes to the door.  Some emergency text or e-mail arrives that simply must be dealt with.  These things are 
pop-ups on the screen of life and accomplishment for the task-oriented person, and when they appear, often 
I immediately look for the “X” button, thinking to myself, “How do I close this interruption so I can get 
back to the task I was working on?” 

 

But I’ve had to learn that pop-ups are not always to be avoided or quickly dismissed.  Pop-ups can be 
good.

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In fact, pop-ups can come from God.  Sometimes that person who shows up, or that issue 
that cries for resolution is God’s messenger, reminding me that the task I think so im-

portant is not always what God thinks is important at the moment. Sometimes, in order for Him to get that 
through to me, He has to completely cover my screen, and even make the “X” to close the pop-up really hard 
to find…so He can have my attention and let me know His wishes for my time and energies are what’s really 
important. 

 

I’ve found that sometimes, what I think is an annoyance is really God’s means of grace for me.  Lord, help 
me to embrace the pop-ups You send to the screen of my life. 

 
 
 

You Asked For It

In response to the recent Sunday morning message on the 
spiritual discipline of study, a couple people have asked if I could 
offer some additional, practical counsel about just how to study 
the Bible…and even suggest some resources.  I’ll attempt to do 
that here, although I fully realize this is a very small offering on 
the subject. 

 

Of course the spiritual discipline of study involves far more 
than just studying books.  We are richer people when we learn to 
observe, consider, analyze and wonder about all sources of infor-
mation.  We gain much studying nature, people, architecture, music, art, human response…just about any-
thing.  Creation was given to us to study, and we grow as we learn to study. 

 

Of course, study that is truly beneficial is study that leads to positive changes of our minds and hearts.  Hu-
mans can amass mountains of information, but those who never apply that information to their own attitudes 
and lives never gain wisdom.  So we study, not simply to be smarter or more knowledgeable people, but to be 
better people. 

 

And then…while all study is enriching, study that is eternally beneficial involves the study of God and the 
things of God.  When we apply what we learn to our hearts and minds, we are transformed, not merely by the 
knowledge and wisdom of humanity, but by the knowledge and wisdom of God.   The true study of the things 
of God should lead us toward personal godliness.  As we learn about Him and then apply what we learn to our 
lives, we become more and more like Jesus. 

 

There are several ways one can study the objective truths of God through studying the Bible.  Sometimes 
one might decide to try to see all that the Bible says about a certain topic or place or person…a character trait 
or a geographical location.  Maybe you’d like to know the leadership traits of the great Kings, or the evange-
lism methods of the Apostles.  Maybe a study on the prominent women of the Old Testament would be inter-
esting to you.  The list of study topics is endless. 

 

One could also choose to learn everything you can about a Biblical book, or a group of books, or a genre of 
Biblical literature.   

 

For me, most of the topics of my study arise out of my devotional times.  I read systematically, using the 
Daily Bible Reading Calendar available at the Information Center in the Foyer.  As I read devotionally, I en-
counter things daily that create questions in my mind.  When that happens, I simply write down my questions, 
which then become topics of study.  Questions like:  “Why did the demons ask Jesus to cast them into the 
pigs, and why did they, then, kill the pigs?" or, "Who was Theophilus?”  or, “Why was Jacob chosen over 
Esau?” or,  "How many people do we have record of the disciples healing?"   

 

Then in my study time, I'll work toward trying to answer those sorts of questions and other questions that 
come up along the way...and often those questions and answers wind up in sermons.

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The discipline of study is really about engaging a topic as questions are brought to mind, and then invest-
ing energy in finding answers to those questions.  That's what it means to go deeper with anything...studying 
furniture refinishing, car repair, gardening...whatever.  When you're willing to engage like that with God and 
the things of God, there is great, even eternal, reward.   

 

So how do you find the answers to the questions you encounter? 
 

Well, you can go on line and search…Google will provide answers to any question.  Use caution, howev-
er, because Google’s answers are not always correct.  Remember that virtually anyone can publish virtually 
anything on the web, so it’s very important to take the time to find resources you can trust.  If you trust an 
uninformed on-line gardener, you might kill a plant, but if you trust an uninformed, online theologian, you 
might harm your soul and the souls of your family. 

 

There are also endless commentaries and resource / reference books one might also use to help in the 
study of the Bible.  Below is a list of some that I use, trust and find helpful, suitable for lay-people with no 
working knowledge of the Bible’s original languages of Greek and Hebrew. 

 

I think all these are very helpful, and they all serve a slightly different purposes, but I'll put an asterisk 
beside those which I would want on a desert island with me. 

 

 
 

There are obviously a lot more options, but these are good places to start.  Consider buying them well 
used; you can save a lot of money and also often get someone else's notes!  

 

I might also mention that some of these can be found in the church library’s reference section.  They can 
not be checked out, but they can be pre-viewed in the library.

From Ked Frank, President of Refuge; a resident quote: 
“I spent 6 years of my life being trafficked by a man currently serving 65 years in 

prison. I was one of 13 women some as young as 15. The man I worked for is what 

women in the industry refer to as a "gorilla pimp" this is street lingo for a savage 

pimp and he was just that. Beatings often resulted in hospitalizations, which I'm still 

in debt for (light humor). Nightmares where a reality in my world. Where do you go 

when you finally get away from that. The fear of the unknown is enough to prevent 

the courage to escape into a world so apart from the one you live in, but a reality for 

people of the day. When you're a sex slave you often plan routes of escape but quick-

ly shut them down because when you escape, you escape with absolutely nothing. 

Some women are able to salvage a bag of clothes if they’re lucky, some are even able 

to hide money if they're brave enough and don't face a cavity search each night. I 

managed to leave with a bag of clothes and a welcoming couch to sleep on for the 

next week. You don't worry about things like food or hygiene products in the process, 

you just worry about safety and survival because they are the dream and the goal. 

Luckily in today's world God stirred up the hearts of men who found out about the 

harsh reality of what used to be everyday life for me. These men and women came  

together to create a place of safety for me. It’s a place that allows me time, time to 

pull out all the trauma and shame, and help me replace it with courage and for-

giveness; a place that has a team of people that will love me back to life; a place like 

Refuge for Women. I can't even begin to describe the transformation that has occurred 

in my life. I use to dream of being "normal" having a job, a place of my own, just liv-

ing life with normal problems not life or death problems if that makes sense. Refuge 

for Women was my safe haven, I couldn't have survived without it. I mean this place 

welcomes you with open arms, no judgement, food, shelter, clothing, and most im-

portantly patience and love. People that knew the broken me are baffled by the glori-

ous change that has taken place in my life, if you knew that broken girl that is so far 

removed you'd be baffled too. The truth is sex trafficking isn't something that only 

happens in foreign countries, it happens here. It happens to your neighbor’s daugh-

ters, your nieces, childhood friends, it happened to me. We have to come together to 

fight for the women, we have to give hope to the hopeless, and love these girls back 

to life because they're worth saving.
